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American Girl Flower Slipper

Skill Level: Easy

Supplies: ½ oz. Sugar and Cream Cotton Yarn, size F crochet hook

Gauge: 4 sc per inch, 4 rows per inch

Stitches Used: ch, sl st, sc, hdc

Directions:
Rnd. 1: ch 6, 2 sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc in next 3 ch, 3 sc in next ch, sorking in back 
loops of ch, sc in next 4 ch, join with sl st to beginning sc, ch 1, do not turn in this or 
following rnds.       12 sc

Rnd. 2: sc in first sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in next 3 sc, 2 sc in next sc, sc in next sc, 2 sc in
next sc, sc in next 3 sc, 2 sc in next sc, join with sl st to beginning sc, ch 1.      16 sc

Rnd. 3: sc in first sc, 2 sc in next 2 sc, sc in next 3 sc, 2 sc in next 2 sc, sc in next sc, 2 sc 
in next 2 sc, sc in next 3 sc, 2 sc in next 2 sc, join with sl st to beginning sc, ch 1.    24 sc

Rnd. 4: sc in each sc around, join with sl st to beginning sc, ch 1.    24 sc

Rnds. 5-6: repeat rnd. 4, fasten off at end of rnd. 6.     24 sc

Flower Top
Rnd. 1: ch 4, join with sl st to form ring, ch 3, work 9 dc, ch 1, dc, ch 1, dc, ch 1 in ring, 
join with sl st to top of beginning ch 3, do not turn.

Rnd. 2: going through both thickness of slipper and slipper top; sl st in first 10 sc, starting 
at 17th sc on slipper, sl st in next ch 1 sp on slipper top, work sc, hdc, 2 dc, hdc, sc in ch 1 
sp (three times), join with sl st to next sc on slipper, fasten off.
