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Short Description Designed to be a funky first aid kit, this bag is knit in the round 
with the crossbones appliqué done in felt. It has a zippered 
closure and a fabric lining.

Tools 5 US size 7 Double Pointed Needles 

2 Stitch Holders/4 point protectors(or rubber bands) 
Yarn Needle 
Sewing Needle 
Sewing Machine (Optional) 

Materials 1 Skein “I Love This Yarn” Super Soft Super Saver in Dark Olive 
1 Sheet (9.5”x11.5”) of White Felt 
3 Yards of Scrap Red Yarn 
1/2 Yard of Fabric 
1 7” Black Plastic Zipper 
Black Thread 

Finished Size Approx. 6.5” x 5.5” x 2”, with a 10” Strap 
Gauge 18.5 stitches = 4 inches in stockinette stitch in the round 

 



Instructions 
 

Body of Bag 
Cast on 32 stitches using waste yarn and a provisional cast on. 
Knit in stockinette stitch for 15 rows. 
Pick up and knit 10 stitches along the short end of the rectangle. 
Knit the 32 stitches from the waste yarn and place marker. 
Pick up and knit 10 stitches along the second short end of the rectangle. 
Knit in the round, in stockinette stitch, for 5.5 inches, ending at the marker. 
Knit the next 10 stitches and place on a stitch holder. 
Knit the next 32 stitches and leave on the needle, placing point protectors on each end so you 
don’t lose these stitches). 
Knit the next 10 stitches and place on stitch holder. 
*K1, M1* x 32, over the remaining stitches. Turn work. 
*Slip1 to spare needle with yarn held to back, P1* x 32. Turn. 
 
Bag Flap 
R1: *K1, P1* across, making sure to knit only on the needle furthest from the bag opening. 
R2: *P1, K1* 
Continue alternating these two rows (R1, R2, R1, R2, etc.) until flap measures 7 inches from 
bag opening. 
 
Bag Opening 
(Repeat these directions for each needle containing 32 stitches.) 
Attach yarn and knit in stockinette stitch for 3 rows. 
Bind off using knit stitches (not purl). 
 
Strap 
Transfer one set of 10 stitches from the stitch holder to a needle. 
Attach yarn and alternate the following two rows until the strap measures 10 inches long. 
R1: *K1, P1* 
R2: *P1, K1* 
Transfer the second set of 10 stitches to a needle and use kitchener stitch to attach the strap. 
 
Bones 
Using the white felt, cut out two felt bones. 
Cut one bone into two pieces, for the broken bone look. 
Using the scrap red yarn, whip stitch the bones to the front of the flap. 
 
Lining and Zipper  
(All fabric measurements have 1/4 inch seam allowance.) 
Cut out 7 rectangles according to the following measurements (quantities in parenthesis). 

A: 7” x 6” (2) 
B: 7” x 2.5” (1) 
C: 7” x 1.25” (2) 
D: 6” x 2.5” (2) 



Hem both C pieces on one 7” side. 
Sew each C piece to one side of the zipper, layering the 3 pieces according to the diagram: 
 

 
 

With right sides facing, sew along one 7” side of the combined C pieces and one 7” side of one 
of piece A. 
Repeat for the other 7” side of C and the second piece A. 
With right sides facing, sew along one 7” side of piece B and the other 7” side of piece A. 
Repeat for the other 7” side of B and the second piece A. 
Now you should have an open square. 
Finally, take one of piece D, and use it to finish one side of the lining, attaching the 6” sides to 
the 6” sides of the A pieces, and attaching the 2.5” sides to the 2.5” sides of B and C. 
Do the same for the second D piece, closing up the box. 
 
Finishing 
Using sewing needle and thread, sew each side of the liner (along the zipper), to the knit flaps 
at the opening of the bag. 
Using the yarn needle and more green yarn, whip stitch the edges of the bag below the strap to 
the short ends of the knit flaps.
