
Toddler Slipper Socks

This cute pair of slipper socks are warm and fuzzy! 
Made with a fur type yarn, they will keep your tots toes toasty! 

 
Loom:  ½-inch gauge, 21 pegs 
Yarn:  Worsted weight acrylic in Hot Pink  &  Department 71 Sophie in multi-pink 
Other:  Large-eye, blunt yarn needle. 

 

     
Shown with cuff turned up. Shown with cuff turned down. 

 
Legend 

P =  Purl 

eK = e-wrap and knit off 

RW = Right way (direction) 

WW =  Wrong way (direction) 

Cast on in e-wrap around loom with both strands of yarn.   
 
UPPER ANKLE: 



Row 1:  P 
Rows 2 - 14:  eK 
 
HEEL: 
Row 15:  eK first 10 pegs. 
Row 16:  working WW (opposite direction), eK pegs 9 – 1 
Row 17:  working RW, eK pegs 2 – 9 
Row 18:  working WW, eK pegs 8 – 2 
Row 19:  working RW, eK pegs 3 – 8 
Row 20:  working WW, eK pegs 7 – 3 
Row 21:  working RW, eK pegs 4 – 7 
Row 22:  working WW, eK pegs 6 – 4 
Row 23:  working RW, eK pegs 3 – 7 
Row 24:  working WW, eK pegs 8 – 3 
Row 25:  working RW, eK pegs 2 – 9 
Row 26:  working WW, eK pegs 9 – 1 
  
ARCH AREA: 
Row 27:  working RW, eK peg 21.  Now eK every peg around, including peg 21 again. 
Row 28 – 42:  eK around loom.   
 
FINISHING: 
Cut yarn, leaving a very long tail.  Thread both strands of the tail onto large-eye blunt yarn needle and weave through each loop on 
pegs, removing loops from pegs after you finish threading all loops. Gently pull on the "tail" to start closing the toe gap, but do 
NOT pull tight.  Leave an opening of about ¾-inch.  Flatten toe area and carefully stitch closed, so that you have a wide, but rounded 
toe area.  Weave through to the inside and turn sock inside out.   
 
Check for any “holes” or spaces near sides of heel.  Weave thread in, working toward heel area.  If necessary, use the yarn on the 
needle to weave the space closed.  Check for spaces on other side of heel and repeat process if necessary.  Fasten off, and weave 
tail yarn in.  Now thread needle with beginning tail.  Weave into work to hide.  Make second slipper sock in same manner.
